The following Negative Declaration and Notice are issued pursuant to Part 617 of
the implementing regulations pertaining to Article 8 (State Environmental Quality
Review Act) of the Environmental Conservation Law. The Board of Trustees for the
Village of Millbrook, pursuant to the New York State Constitution, Article IX, Municipal
Home Rule Law §10 and acting as lead agency and sole involved agency with approval
jurisdiction over the proposed legislative action described herein has determined that this
Type I action will not have a significant adverse impact on the environment and of an
Environmental Impact Statement will not be prepared.

Name of Action: Rezoning RMI District to Bennett Campus District
Location: Village of Millbrook, Dutchess County, New York
SEQR Status: Type I Action

Description of the Proposed Action:

The proposed action consists of the preparation, review, adoption, and filing of a
Local Law changing 1) the Elm Drive District in the Village to Residential (R) from
Residential Mixed Industrial (RMI) and 2) establishing the Bennett Campus District
(BCD) replacing the South Millbrook RMI District. The proposed action consists of a
legislative action by the Board of Trustees for the Village of Millbrook, as the sole
agency with approval jurisdiction over the proposed action.

Findings:

The Board of Trustees for the Village of Millbrook has reviewed the RMI Zoning
Advisory Committee’s “Findings and Recommendations” of June 16, 2004, the Village
of Millbrook’s Master Plan 1985-2000, the minutes of the public hearing held on
September 20, 2005 and the written public comments received during the 10-day
comment period following September 20, 2005 and therefore finds and affirms the
following:

1.  The objectives of the 1985-2000 Village Master Plan include protecting the
community’s many resources for the future by enhancing the natural beauty and
rural quality of the community, while establishing guidelines and regulating
development density, especially for the area of the former Bennett College. Many
